The X marks the proposed project. It is completely in the middle of 
the protected Canyon. This can not be disputed and has been 

verified by Coastal staff.

The Red X is the location of the proposed project. Based on the evidence produced over the last 4 and a half years, we know Graham Property Management should have had little or no investment backed expectations.

The structure will be 35 feet tall and rise to 99 feet which is approximately the top of the canyon edge you see in this photo. The entire Canyon slope will be blocked from public views.
